The Fédération Equestheternationale (FEI) expects all those involved in international equestrian sport
to adhere to the FEI&6s Code of Conduct and to ack
horse must be paramount and must never be subordinated to campet@ommercial influences.

1. Atall stages during the preparation and training of competition horses, welfare must take
precedence over all other demands. This includes good horse management, training methods,
farriery and tack, and transportation.

2. Horseand athletes must be fit, competent and in good health before they are allowed to compete.
This encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten welfare or safety, pregnancy
in mares and misuse of aids.

3. Events must not prejudice horse welfarais involves paying careful attention to the competition
areas, ground surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and fitness of the horse for
onward travel after the event.

4. Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive propeioattidr they have competed
and that they are treated humanely when their competition careers are over. This covers proper
veterinary care, competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement.

5. The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highesldeof education in their area of
expertise.

The OC reserves the right, to make use of all illustrations (photographs, images, videos, etc.) made on
behalf of the OC during the event or on the show grounds for their commercial purposes, without the
explicit consent of the person/athlete illustrated.

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10.4 Control Plan for Piroplasmosis-Positive Horses at the 2010 Alltech FEI World Equestrian
Games (WEG) at the Kentucky Hose Park

This control plan was developed cooperatively by the 2010 WEG Foundation, Kentucky Department of
Agriculture, and USDA Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) to manage all horses
positive to equine piroplasmosis that will participateompetition events during the 2010 Alltech FEI
World Equestrian Games at the Kentucky Horse Park (KHP) in Lexington, Kentucky. The control plan
outlines specific requirements for piroplasmegsisitive horses to participate in the 2010 WEG and
describs the control and monitoring plan to minimize the transmission of equine piroplasmosis to
domestic horses.

Identification, pre-export de-worming and quarantine of piroplasmosispositive horses

1. Space will be reserved in dedicated stables for piroplasfposisve horses only.

2. Piroplasmosigositive horses must be identified by ffeeticipating National Federations before
presentation to the United States for entry.

¢ All piroplasmosispositive horses must be listed on the Application for Import or In Transit
Permit (VS Form 17129) and will be listed on the U.S. Department of Agriculture Permit to
Import (VS Form 17135) issued by the National Center for Import anddgiprior toshipment.

¢ National Federations must identify every Piroplasmpsisitive horse on the Hippobase Entry
System in the space provided when Nominated Entries are submitted.

e National Federations may be assessed a $1,000 (USD) processing feghguilorities if
horses arrive at the WEG quarantine without a previous declaration for piroplasmosis and are
subsequently found to be positive for piroplasmosis.

e Additionally, horses may be delayed exit from quarantine and will only be admitted to the
piroplasmosigoositive horses stabléll horses previously turned out together, or closely
associated with a newly discovered piroplasmpssstive horse, will undergo further testing and
may be delayed exit from quarantine.

from quarantine.
