Blessington. Approx.  16 miles look out for signs for Stratford on the right hand side, followed 
by a sign for Manger. After 500m, the entrance id the next gate with granite gateposts with balls 
on top, on the right hand side. The entrance is directly off the N81. 
 
From Baltinglass 
Take the N81 road for Dublin. After 3 miles look out for a signpost for Grangecon on the left. 
The entrance is the third gate on the left. It is a tall gate, with granite gateposts with balls on 
top, on the left, directly off the N81.
